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Proposal Project Costs and Benefits Summaries

The Proposal for the Greater Los Angeles County Region offers a high level of benefit for the
state relative to lifetime costs. Altogether, the projects in this application have a benefit to cost
ration of nearly 2.5, showing that the benefits of these projects outweigh the cost. A number of
projects are highly valuable from a water supply standpoint. Those water supply projects with a
benefit to cost ratio lower than one are important to the region in promoting local water
resources. The proposal also contains a number of water quality and flood improvement
projects for which it is difficult to quantify benefits, but nevertheless provide benefits to local
residents, waterways and beaches which have been identified as priorities in the Region’s
IRWM Plan.
